Call for Resolutions
Purpose of Resolutions

  The purpose of a resolution is to delineate a position for the MWF.  Resolutions are policy declarations and are not meant to designate specific actions.  On some issues, the Federation has ample authority already established.  Resolutions historically guide the Federation in establishing direction and positions during the course of our education and advocacy actions.

  Please keep in mind the following most common reasons for recommending that a resolution be tabled:

1) MWF is already on record, and/or has ample policy direction on the subject involved.

2) The resolution may be premature, in light of pending or imminent developments

3) The language is too general to be of value when applied to specific projects or instances

4) The subject is simply too local to call for a state or national policy.

Procedure:
  Resolutions may be submitted only by MWF Officers, Directors, Affiliate Clubs of the MWF and any member of MWF in good standing. Resolutions must be submitted to the MWF office no later than 60 days (February 20, 2007) prior to the meeting. Resolutions submitted after that date will be considered an “emergency” resolution and may be considered only if approved by a minimum of 2/3 of the voting delegates at the time reolutions are assigned to a committee

How to Write a Resolutiontc "How to Write a Resolution"
  Resolutions have 2 major parts: a preamble and a resolving section.  The preamble sets forth the reasons for the resolution and the resolving section establishes the intent of the resolution.

  The preamble is made up of one or more clauses (or paragraphs) each beginning with the word: “WHEREAS”.  Two or more of these clauses are joined by a semi-colon, and followed by the word: “AND”

Steps to Taketc "Steps to Take"
1) Study the intent of the resolution and write the resolving section first.

2) Then start writing the statements of fact, which relate to the exact purpose of the resolution.

3) Organize them into logical sequence (throw out weak and unnecessary ones).
4) Put the ‘WHEREAS” in front of each statement.

5) Use a semi-colon at the end of each statement, and insert the appropriate ending word, “AND”

6) Remember, the fewer “WHEREAS” clauses the better, provided of course that the reason(s) for the  resolution is adequately stated.
